The Auburn Housing Assistance Network and Help-

Helping Hands
gives individuals a chance to use their skills to help
low-to-moderate income families, handicapped, and
elderly homeowners with minor household repairs and
landscaping.  
How to Become a Recipient of the Housing
Assistance Network and Helping Hands:
1. Make a list of the minor repairs that are needed

for your house.
2. Call the Economic Development Department at

501-7280, and the staff will attempt to match you
with a volunteer group that is available to assist in
completing the repairs.

How to Become a 
Helping Hands Volunteer:
1. Decide what type of services you or your group

would be interested in providing, such as exterior
or interior painting, roof repair, landscaping,
and/or building a handicapped ramp.

2. Decide when your organization is available to vol-
unteer.

3. Determine the tools and equipment that your
group has on hand to use for projects.

4. Provide the estimated number of people in your
group that is expected to participate.

5. Call the Economic Development Department at
501-7280, and your organization will be matched
with the appropriate project(s). The Helping
Hands coordinator will assist the group in securing
the necessary funding and/or donations for the
work.

New Four-Way Stop on 
East University Drive

The City Council recently approved the
installation of a four-way stop at the inter-
section of East University Drive and South

Donahue Drive. The recommendation was
made due to an increase in traffic in the past
several months and a rise in the number of
traffic accidents at the intersection. Some of

the traffic increase is attributed to the
opening of the Wal-Mart Super Center.

Based on the traffic data, a traffic sig-
nal is not warranted at this time based on the criteria
of The Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
However, the City will continue to monitor the inter-
section.

The public should expect STOP AHEAD signs to be
posted a few weeks in advance of the installation of
the four-way stop and the presence of Police at the in-
tersection.
