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The City of Auburn’s General Municipal Election will be held on Tuesday, August 27.  The
polls will be open between 8:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m.  Voters will elect seven Council
members in all four voting wards.  If no candidate receives a majority of the votes cast in
the race, a runoff election will be held on Tuesday, September 17.

Any registered and qualified voter unable to vote at the polls on election day may apply
for an absentee ballot if any of the following criteria are met:  (1) the voter will be out of the
county or the state on election day; (2) the voter has a physical illness, infirmity, or handi-
cap that prevents his or her attendance at the polls, whether he or she is in or out of the

county on the day of the election;
(3) the voter works on a shift which
has at least 10 hours which coin-
cide with the hours the polls are
open at his or her regular polling
place; (4) the voter is enrolled as a
student at an educational
institution located outside the
county of his or her residence; (5)
the voter is a member of or spouse
or dependent of a member of the
armed forces of the United States
in which case the voter may apply
under the provision of “The Federal
Voting Assistance Act;” or (6) the

voter has been appointed as an election officer or named as a poll watcher at a polling
place other than his or her regular polling place.  

The City is accepting applications for absentee ballots through August 22.    Applications
for absentee ballots must be made in writing to the City Manager, either in person or
mailed to 144 Tichenor Avenue, Suite 1, Auburn, Alabama  36830.  The application form
must be signed by the applicant.
If he or she signs by a mark, the
name and signature of the wit-
ness to his or her signature must
appear on the face of the form.
The application, which can be
obtained from City Hall, must
state the applicant’s name, resi-
dence address, other informa-
tion necessary to verify the ap-
plicant as a registered voter, and
the address to which the ballot
should be mailed.  Applications
for absentee ballots need not be
in any particular form, but must

Auburn Skate Park Now Open
The Auburn Skate Park, a 6,000 square foot facility located

near Frank Brown Recreation Center, is now open.  The park of-
fers many amenities for skaters and bikers to enjoy.  It includes a
five-foot mini half pipe, two quarter pipes, a pump hump, a spine,
and rails.  Participants wearing roller blades, inline skates, or rid-
ing BMX bikes or skateboards are encouraged to use the facility.

park is an excellent addition to our community and I am
proud to have played a role in its development,” said Phil
Dunlap.

The
skaters and bikers seem to be really enjoying them-
selves, and we are pleased with the response,” said
Parks and Recreation Director Becky Richardson.

Free Booster Seat Program Continues
