The
book spent over 17 weeks on the New York
Times Bestseller List and is considered a
classic on the Vietnam War.

East Samford Avenue Extension Opens

Construction of the East Samford Avenue
Extension between East University Drive
and East Glenn Avenue was completed in
May. The road is now open to traffic. The
project, totaling $2.5 million, included ex-
tending East Samford Avenue from its pre-
vious terminus east of East University
Drive to East Glenn Avenue; installation of
water and sewer services and other utili-
ties; the addition of two six-foot wide bike
lanes; and new traffic signals at East Uni-
versity Drive and East Glenn Avenue.

In the 2009 Citizen Survey, Auburn citizens
indicated the management of traffic flow
and congestion was their top priority for
City officials to address over the next two

years. The completion of the East Samford Avenue extension is expected to help improve east-west

traffic flow in the City.
