Auburn City Council Authorizes New
Non-Exclusive Cahle Franchise with
Knology of Alahama, Inc.

At its November 3, 2009 meeting, the Auburn City Council unan-
imously approved an ordinance granting Knology of Alabama, Inc.
a non-exclusive cable franchise in the City of Auburn. Immediately
following the Council’s authorization, Knology published a copy of
the ordinance and franchise agreement, in accordance with Ala-
bama law. Now that legal requirements have been met, Knology
officials can begin preliminary engineering plans and capital ex-
pense allocations to locate infrastructure in Auburn. It will likely
take Knology several years to build out an infrastructure that will
allow them to serve a substantial portion of Auburn.

» Signs may not be placed in the public right-of-way, on any
structures in the right of way (power poles, traffic signs, and
medians), or on any property owned by the City of Auburn or
Auburn City Schools.

» Signs are limited to a maximum size of 32 square feet.

* Signs must be removed within seven days following the election.

* It is the responsibility of the candidate to ensure that volun-

teers who distribute and install political signs are in compli-
ance with these regulations.

* Signs may not be placed earlier than 30
