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Upcoming referendum to fund
Auburn City Schools projects

A referendum will take place
on Tuesday, July 23, that will
determine the next use of the
City of Auburn’s Special 5
Mill Tax Fund. This more than
80-year-old fund has financed
voter-approved projects like
the construction of Parks
and Recreation facilities,
fire stations, infrastructure
improvements and, most
recently, the building of the

new Auburn High School.

The upcoming referendum will seek your approval to use the Special 5 Mill Tax Fund to
further invest in Auburn City Schools’ facilities. In 2018, the Auburn Board of Education
approved a 10-year Facilities Master Plan. Two high-priority projects that have come
out of that facilities plan are major renovations to Cary Woods Elementary School and
J.F. Drake Middle School. Both facilities

are in need of significant improvements,

and plans include phased demolition

and construction of new and expanded

facilities. Auburn residents are being

asked to approve a $46 million bond

issuance using Special 5 Mill Tax funds to

pay for these much-needed renovations.

The Special 5 Mill Tax Fund consists of
existing ad valorem taxes that may only
be used for voter approved projects. No
new taxes will be considered in this
election.

Absentee ballots, upcoming deadlines

Absentee applications and ballots for the July 23, 2019, Special Municipal Bond Election are
now available at Auburn City Hall. Eligible voters who are unable to physically visit their polling
place on July 23 may cast an absentee ballot in advance if he or she:

* will be absent from the county on Election Day
* isill or has a physical disability that prevents a trip to the polling place

* is a registered Alabama voter living outside the county, such as a member of the armed
forces, a voter employed outside the United States, a college student or a spouse or child
of such a person

is an appointed election officer or poll watcher at a polling place other than his or her
regular polling place

* works a required shift, 10 hours or more, that
coincides with polling hours

Applications and ballots may be obtained at City Hall.
Applications must be made in writing to the city manager
and either hand-delivered by the voter or mailed to:

Absentee ballot applications may be made through July
18, 2019. The deadline to deliver absentee ballots in
person is July 22 by 5 p.m. Absentee ballots delivered by
U.S. Mail must be received by noon on July 23.

Business Emergency or Medical Emergency applications
may be made after the absentee deadline but no later
than 5 p.m. on the day before the election if the voter is
required by an employer under unforeseen circumstances
to be out of the county on election day for an emergency
business trip or has a medical emergency requiring
treatment from a licensed physician.

All registered and qualified electors of the state who
reside within Auburn City limits and who have resided
within City limits for 30 days or more immediately
preceding the election date are authorized to vote in the
election. The last day to register to vote in the election is
July 9, and election results will be canvassed on July 30.

Voters may register with the Lee County Board of
Registrars at the Lee County Courthouse, 215 S. 9th St.
in Opelika, or online at alabamavotes.gov. Voters may
also print a registration form at alabamavotes.gov, fill it
out and mail it to the Lee County Board of Registrars at
PO Box 1530, Opelika, AL, 36803.

This will be a municipal election, so your voting location
may be different from county or state elections. You can
find your ward and voting location online by entering
your address in the City Services bar at the bottom of
auburnalabama.org and clicking “Search.” Find more
info about the upcoming election at auburnalabama.org/
elections.

Crouch’s appointment follows
the departure of former Assistant
City Manager Kevin Cowper,
who left the City of Auburn in
April to become the city manager
of Dothan, Alabama.

Crouch brings a wealth of knowledge and experience
to the role, having worked for the City of Auburn for
over 21 years. She began her career with the city as
an intern in the Planning Department in June 1997 and
has served as a city planner, economic development
officer, assistant economic development director, deputy
economic development director and, most recently, the
executive director for development services.

Her work for the City of Auburn has been expansive,
including industrial recruitment (GE Aviation, Northrop
Grumman and Donaldson) and commercial development
(Publix, Auburn Mall expansion/renovation, Wal-Mart

She has worked closely with the
development departments to formulate and implement
plans such as CompPlan 2030, Renew Opelika Road, the
Downtown Master Plan and the Northwest Auburn Plan.

Cummings most recently served the City as director
of public works. He has over 30 years of experience in
serving municipal governments from both the public and
private sectors, including having previously served as the
City of Auburn’s water resource management director.

Tim Woody, formerly the City’s environmental services
director, will succeed Cummings as public works
director. In his 32-year career with the City of Auburn,




Woody has served as a laborer,
an animal control officer, assistant
superintendent of sanitation, solid
waste division manager, and as
assistant director and director of
environmental services. Woody
established the city's fully-
automated curbside garbage
collection program, worked with
the City’s management to institute
the Solid Waste Management
Enterprise Fund, led the
department’s efforts to become a
certified affiliate of the Keep America Beautiful program
and worked with Auburn University, the City of Opelika
and Lee County to establish the East Alabama Recycling
Partnership to promote recycling and sustainability on a
countywide level.

With Woody’s move to Public Works, Catrina Cook
will become the director of

environmental services. During

her 21 years with the City of

Auburn, Cook has served as an

environmental services assistant,

division manager for right of

way maintenance and assistant

director of environmental

services. In June 2018, Cook

graduated from the Senior

Executives in State and Local

Government program at Harvard

University, John F. Kennedy School of Government.

“Together, these four individuals have nearly 80 years
of collective experience and expertise in service to
Auburn’s citizens,” Buston said. “I'm proud that we have
such qualified individuals in our organization, and | look
forward to working with of them in their new roles and
to the amazing things that they will do in service to our
community.”
