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Spring and Summer Downtown  
Improvement Projects 2017

There is no better time than the summer to get infrastructure maintenance and improvements done. 
This summer, the City of Auburn Public Works and Water Resource Management Departments are 
taking advantage of the lighter traffic between spring graduation and the first football game to complete 
as many projects as possible within this short timeframe. Here’s a look at what to expect in the com-
ing weeks and months as this June issue of Open Line hits mailboxes throughout the month of May.

Already underway:

Wright Street Improvement Project Phase 1: Phase 1 of the Wright Street Improvement 
Project began in late April. This project will ultimately transform Wright Street into a two-way 
street and will reconfigure on-street parking, including installation of parking meter kiosks in this 
area. Related work will include improved sidewalks and pedestrian lighting. Phase 1 began on the 
Magnolia Avenue end of Wright Street, with work progressing towards Glenn Avenue. Throughout 
Phase 1, on-street parking and sidewalks will be closed in the area where work is underway.

During this time, lane and sidewalk closures are possible on Glenn Avenue and Wright Street as 
construction on The Evolve student housing project continues. 

During May:

Another project that may bring sidewalk and parking closures 
in the May timeframe is the Oak Tree Corner event center 
project on West Magnolia Avenue near Toomer’s Corner. 

College Street - Water Main Replacement: Previ-
ously, the Water Resource Management Department per-
formed saw cutting in the parking areas on the west side of 
North College Street downtown from the Baptist Student 
Center to Glenn Avenue. This work was preliminary to a 
water main replacement project that will take place in May. 
During the water main replacement, parking on the west 
side of North College Street between the Baptist Student 
Center and Glenn Avenue will be impacted with minimal 
impact on traffic flow. Work is tentatively scheduled to 
take place beginning May 8. 

The Standard student housing project is scheduled to 
begin utility infrastructure work in May, closing Gay Street 
between the railroad crossing and Glenn Avenue, as well 
as closing the intersection of Gay Street and Glenn Av-
enue. As this issue of Open Line goes to print, work is 
tentatively scheduled to begin by May 15, and could last 
up to two weeks.

Glenn Avenue – Sanitary Sewer Replacement: 
While the intersection of Glenn Avenue and Gay Street 
is closed, the Water Resource Management Department 
will replace sanitary sewer infrastructure on Glenn Avenue 
between College Street and Gay Street. The block will be 
closed to all modes of through traffic while work takes 
place. Construction is tentatively scheduled to take place 
during the week of May 15. 

College Street – Sanitary Sewer Replacement: Im-
provements to sanitary sewer infrastructure will be made, 
requiring the closure of North Col-
lege Street from approximately 
Tichenor Avenue to Glenn Avenue. 
On-street parking in front of down-
town businesses will still be avail-
able while work is underway. Work 
is tentatively scheduled to begin 
the week of May 28, with most 
of the work scheduled to occur at 
night.

Toomer’s Corner: Expect lane 
closures at Toomer’s Corner in 
May as maintenance is performed 
on LED lighting and intersection 
brickwork installed during the Cor-
ner Construction project. These 
lane closures will take place after 
the AU semester ends, with the 
work schedule still to be deter-
mined as Open Line goes to press.  

North College Street @ Mit-
cham Avenue: Maintenance to 
the traffic light at the intersection 

of North College Street and Mitcham Avenue will include 
lane closures affecting the intersection, potentially with 
closures on North College Street between Mike and Ed’s 
and Bragg Avenue. The work schedule is still to be deter-
mined at press time. 

June (work schedules still to be determined): June 
brings a continuation of some previously mentioned proj-
ects, as well as several major street projects that motor-
ists will need to be aware of in and near downtown. 

Student housing construction on The Evolve and 191 Col-
lege continues in June, with related sidewalk, parking and 
lane closures still possible on the north end of Wright Street 
and on Glenn Avenue near Wright Street and College Street

Similarly, work on Oak Tree Corner could bring parking 
and sidewalk closures on West Magnolia Avenue near 
Toomer’s Corner. 

Auburn University – Mell Street/Thach Avenue/
South College Street Reconfiguration: A reconfigu-
ration of Mell Street, Thach Avenue on campus and the 
intersection of Thach Avenue and South College Street 
will bring lane closures on campus, potentially including the 
intersection of South College Street and Thach Avenue. 

College Street Lighting: Streetlights in the center is-
land on South College Street between Magnolia Avenue 
and Thach Avenue will be replaced, potentially requiring 
lane closures on South College Street between Magnolia 
Avenue and Thach Avenue.  

Gay Street and Magnolia Avenue Traffic Signal: 
Replacement of the traffic signal at East Magnolia Avenue 
and Gay Street will necessitate lane or intersection clo-
sures while work is underway. The project will include in-
stallation of new decorative poles and mast-arms matching 
the style of Toomer’s Corner.

AWWB Enacts Phase I  
Drought Watch 

The Water Works Board of the City of Auburn (AWWB) 
enacted a Phase I Drought Watch for its customers effec-
tive April 21, 2017, in accordance with the AWWB’s 
Drought Management Plan. Relevant factors include the 
water level in Lake Ogletree, current weather conditions 
and water demand in Auburn, an April 18 U.S. Drought 
Monitor report showing Lee County in a moderate drought, 
and an April 19 ADECA Office of Water Resources drought 
advisory declaration for Lee County. 

This Phase I Drought Watch includes voluntary water re-
strictions including: 

•  Watering for all addresses should only take place be-
tween the hours of 8:00 PM and 8:00 AM.  

•  Customers with even numbered addresses should water 
on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays.  

•  Customers with odd numbered addresses should water 
on Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays. 

•  There should be no outdoor watering on Sundays.

Additional water saving tips include:

•  Check sprinkler heads and adjust them as needed to 
keep from watering the street, driveway and sidewalk.

•  When watering the lawn, use a timer to remind you to 
turn off the water.

•  Do not wash paved surfaces unless for public health or 
safety reasons.

•  Repair water leaks in your home and irrigation system.

•  Take shorter showers.

•  Do not let the water run while brushing your teeth, wash-
ing your face or washing dishes by hand.

•  Only run full loads of laundry or dishes.

Glenn Avenue and Ross Street Resurfacing:  Re-
surfacing on Glenn Avenue between Ross Street and Dean 
Road, and including the intersection of Glenn Avenue and 
Ross Street, will necessitate lane closures on both streets. 

Logistics and Advertising: The City of Auburn will co-
ordinate each of the City projects listed here with each 
other to mitigate the overall traffic impact as much as 
possible. Please note that all dates are dependent upon 
weather and other factors and are subject to change.
